December,” January and Febraury are the coldest months
in the northern states. Occasionally the temperature drops
to as low as 10° Centigrade(C) or-even. less. However,
it's always wonderfully cléar, bright and sunny at this time
of the year. Sometimes it becomes misty in the morning
and the mist disappears during the day. The air is often
dry in spite of the cold northern winds, but it never snows
in the Sudan.

When is the temperature very hot?
